Since its creation 
in 2012, economic 
development has been 
one of the primary goals 
of the MedQuarter 
Regional Medical 
District.

•	 Attract public/private partnerships to 	
	 renovate existing commercial space

•	 Make current space vibrant, attractive 	
	 and robust
•	 Create attractive amenities
•	 Establish the MedQuarter as a destination
•	 Become an active, engaged participant 	
	 in innovation  
 
Although these activities may seem 
rather broad in nature, the key is, there 
is a dedicated group of people taking an 
active role in learning about how economic 
development has and is occurring 
elsewhere and then educating the 
commission to leverage the MedQuarter’s 
assets to attract new investment. 
 

The MedQuarter is a place where businesses 
of all sizes can thrive and has the resources 
to attract development. There are tens 
of thousands of existing office and retail 
square feet currently available and acres 
of under-utilized property in the district. 
Through development, the city of Cedar 
Rapids will benefit with a more vibrant 
urban core and a more diverse, robust 
economy.
